Last year it made a profit of $ 529 million, which is more than $ 10 million a week.

It all started 105 years ago, when a young Polish immigrant, Michael Marks, had a stall in
Leeds market. He didn't have many things to sell: some cotton, a little wool, lots of buttons, and
a few shoelaces. Above his stall he put the now famous notice: Don’'t ask how much — it's a
penny.

Ten years later, he met Tom Spencer and together they started Penny Stalls in many
towns in the North of England, Today there are 564 branches of M&S all over the world — in
America, Canada, Spain, France and Hungary.

What are the best sellers? Surprisingly, tastes in food and clothes are international. What
sells well in Paris sells just as well in Newcastle. The best-selling clothes are:

- for women: jumpers, bras, and knickers (M&S is famous for its knickers!),

- for men: shirts, socks, pyjamas. dressing gowns, and suits.

- for children: underwear and socks.

Why is M&S so successful? The store bases its business on three principles: good value,
good quality, and good service. Also, it changes with the times — once it was all jumpers and
knickers. Now it's food, furniture, and flowers as well. Top fashion designers advise on styles of
clothes.

But perhaps the most important key to its success is its happy, well-trained staff.
Conditions of work are excellent. There are company doctors, dentists, hairdresserso and even
chiropodists to look after the staff, and all the staff can have lunch for under 40 p!

Mealsin Britain

A traditional English breakfast is a very big meal — sausages, bacon, eggs, tomatoes,
mushrooms... But nowadays many people just have cereal with milk and sugar, or toast with
marmalade, jam, or honey. Marmalade and jam are not the same! Marmalade is made from
oranges and jam is made from other fruit. The traditional breakfast drink is tea, which people
have with cold milk. Some people have coffee, often instant coffee, which is made with just hot
water. Many visitors to Britain find this coffee disgusting!

For many people lunch is a quick meal. In cities there are a lot of sandwich bars, where
office workers can choose the kind of bread they want — brown , white, or a roll — and then all
sorts of salad and meat or fish to go in the sandwich. Pubs often serve good, cheap food, both hot
and cold. Schoolchildren can have a hot meal at school, but many just take a snack from home -
a sandwich, a drink, some fruit, and perhaps some crisps.

“Tea” means two things. It is a drink and a meal! Some people have afternoon tea, with
sandwiches, cakes, and of course a cup of tea. Cream teas are popular. You have scones (a kind
of cake) with cream and jam.

The evening meal is the main meal of the day for many people. They usually have it quite
early, between 6.00 and 8.00, and often the whole family eats together.

On Sundays many families have a traditional lunch. They have roast meat, either beef,
lamb, chicken of pork, with potatoes, vegetables and gravy. Gravy is a sauce made from the meat
juices.

The British like food from other countries, too, especially Italian, French, Chinese, and
Indian. People often get takeaway meals — you buy the food at the restaurant and then bring it
home to eat. Eating in Britain is quite international.

Twenty years ago, if someone asked: “Where do they make Hondas?’, the answer would
be easy. ‘Hondas are made in Japan’. Nowadays, the question is not so easy to answer.

Making cars is a multinational business. Cars are not only manufactured in their original
country, they are also produced in other countries. Japanese car giants such as Toyota and Honda
have factories in many different countries, including the UK.

The South Korean manufacturer Daewoo has a factory in Russia, Romania. Every year
the factory manufactures cars worth more than § 130 million. ‘Daewoo Romania S A wants to
launch new models on the Romanian market,” said chief planning officer Valeriu Garlea. ‘Some
of our new cars will appear for the first time on Romanian roads’.

There are several Brittish car manufacturers, Ford, Rover, etc and a lot of car factories in
the UK. But most Brittish cars aren't made in Britain, they are only assembled there. The parts
are actually made in Germany or Belgium and then transported to the UK.

Most car makers produce cars in many different countries. For example, not only do
Renault produce cars in france, they also produce them in Slovenia. Japanese Suzuki German
Opels are made in Hungary and the new Audi TT Coupe will only be produced in Hungary.

And this new international business is not only changing the way cars are made, but also
the way they look. The Scoda factory at Mlada Boleslay used to make some of the least exciting
cars in the world. Now the company is part-owned by German car manufacturers Volkswagen,
produced look-alike VW Passats, and is the most profitable company in the country.

1886, but it was given the name Coca-Cola by his partner, Frank Robinson. In the first year, only
nine drinks a day were sold.

The business was bought by a man called Asa Candler in 1988, and the first factory was
opened in Dallas, Texas in 1895. Coca-Cola is still made there. Billions of bottles and cans have
been produced since 1895.

Diet Coke has been made since 1982, and over the years many clever advertisements have
been used to sell the product.

“Coca-Cola” and “Coca” are registered trademarks which identify the same product of the
Coca-Cola Company.

Concorde

Concorde is the world’s fastest and most graceful passenger plane. It will soon be 25
years old. It first flew on 2 March 1969, Toulouse in France.

Concorde was developed by both France and Britain. From 1956 these two countries had
a dream of a supersonic passenger plane. In 1962 they started to work together on the project.
The plane cost over $ 1.5 billion to develop. It is the most tested plane in the history of aviation.
It was given over 5000 hours of testing.

Concorde flies at twice the speed of sound. This means that it takes only 3 hours 25
minutes to fly between London and New York, compared with 7-8 hours in other passenger jets.
Because of the five-hour time difference between the USA and Britain, it is possible to travel
west on Concorde and arrive in New York before you live London! You can catch the 10.30am
flight from London, Heathrow and start work in New York an hour earlier!
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Concorde is much used by business people and film stars. But its oldest passenger was
Mrs Ethel Lee from England. She was 99 years old when she took off from Heathrow on 24
February 1985.

Each Concorde is built at a cost of $55 million. Twenty have been built so far. Air France
and Brittish Airways own the most. They each have seven planes.
